Dairy company Fonterra has deflected a high-profile protest
over its palm kernel imports, but Creenpeace says growing
local and international discontent with the palm oil industry
will force it into a turnaround.

The ship East Ambition began unloading its cargo of
Indonesian palm kernel animal feed yesterday after protesters
had been cut free from the ship's cranes, arrested, and bailed.
But protests continued outside Ports of Tauranga gates, with
some New Zealand farmers weighing into the argument
against importing the feed.

Greenpeace New Zealand said several maize and grain
farmers had offered donations and support for the protest,
saying their product had been undercut by cheap imports.
